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Upon the expiry of the Defects Liability Period (& when all defects notified have been remedied) the Contractor submits online Completion Certificate to the Principal for Certification








Once Completion is certified by the Principal BUILDSAFE releases the final 10% of the security amount in the appropriate proportions 








The Contractor (& relevant Subcontractors) must promptly remedy any defects








Defects Liability Period of 20 days: The Principal must notify any defects in workmanship online in the ‘Notice of Defects’








Once ‘Practical Completion’ has been certified BUILDSAFE releases 90% of the security amount in the appropriate proportions








Principal responds immediately: Either certifying the ‘Notice of Practical Completion’ or notifying of items to be completed








The Contractor completes online ‘Notice of Practical Completion’ & submits it to the Principal for Certification








Parties are left to complete their contractual obligations in accordance with the terms of their contracts & the BUILDSAFE Payment Regime








BUILDSAFE issues Notice of Acceptance confirming registration of any Subcontractors








Once a BUILDSAFE Scheme has been initiated, the Contractor may register Subcontractors as Users of the BUILDSAFE Security of Payment Scheme








BUILDSAFE issues Notice of Acceptance confirming registration & fixing date for payment of fee & security amount








Subcontractors registered by a Contractor receive a Subcontractor Application Form to complete & submit with registration & admin fee











BUILDSAFE’s 


services are then complete











Contractor receives a copy of the Principals application form. Contractor completes the form & submits it to BUILDSAFE








Principal applies online to use BUILDSAFE
